WHEREAS:

(A) The Customer wishes to outsource the provision of certain services of public relations consultancy to the Agency (hereinafter the “Services”).

(B) The Customer and the Agency have agreed to the terms of the Framework Agreement.
(C) This agreement constitutes an Application Agreement regarding the specific Services outsourced, that shall complement the Framework Agreement for the provision of the Services (hereinafter together referred to as the « Contract »).

(D) The Agency is experienced in the provision of public relations consultancy services and has agreed to be responsible for the provision of the Services.

(E) The Customer has selected the Agency to provide the Services to the Customer, subject to the terms and conditions set out in the Framework Agreement 
and in this Application Agreement.

IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

Article 1 – Contractual Documents

Article 2 – The Mission
The purpose of this Application Agreement is to complement the Framework Agreement regarding the conditions under which the Customer entrusts the Agency with the mission of advising on public relations with the press and other media/audiences 
regarding the products, brands, services and campaign below:

(hereinafter referred to as the “Mission”).
The objectives of the Mission entrusted to the Agency is: [to be completed].

This Mission is entrusted to the Agency within the territory of [to be completed], exclusively.
Article 3 – The Services 
As part of the Contract and the completion of the Mission, the Agency shall provide the Customer with the following Services: 
- advice regarding and development of a public relations strategy [+details regarding the terms of provision of such Service],
- planning and organisation of media and social network communication campaigns [+details regarding the terms of provision of such Service],
- design, drafting, layout and updating of press packs [+details regarding the terms of provision of such Service],

- management of social networks [+details regarding the terms of provision of such Service],
- selection of media titles and journalists [+details regarding the terms of provision of such Service],

- coordination, printing and sending out of information to the press [+details regarding the terms of provision of such Service],

- press contact for campaign monitoring, feature stories and buying guides, relaying of information to journalists [+details regarding the terms of provision of such Service],

- proposals for tests and interviews [+details regarding the terms of provision of such Service],

- campaign monitoring meetings [+details regarding the terms of provision of such Service],

- (weekly, monthly, quarterly: to be specified) reporting. 

Article 4 – Estimated Resources
The Mission shall be executed using the following estimated resources: [to be completed].

Article 6 - Remuneration

Fee
1st variant: fixed fee 
The Agency shall charge for the Services in the form of a fixed fee set at a total amount of […..] euros excl. tax for the initial duration of the Mission.
The Agency shall invoice its fee on a monthly
 basis, that is, taking account of the initial duration of the Mission, an amount of [….] euros excl. tax per month.

2nd variant: fee based on time spent 
The Agency shall charge for the Services on the basis of time spent, taking account time spent by the Agency’s various employees in charge of the Mission, in accordance with the hourly rates indicated in Appendix 3.

The Agency shall invoice its fee on a monthly
 basis, totalling [….] euros excl. tax per month.

At the end of the Mission, an adjustment will be made on the basis of time actually spent, bearing in mind that the fees are capped at a total amount of […..] euros excl. tax. Therefore, the Parties shall conclude a new Application Agreement if this limit is exceeded, or amend this Application Agreement to raise this cap.

Technical costs
1st variant: fixed technical costs 
In addition to the Services, the Agency shall charge technical costs, set at a total amount of […..] euros excl. tax for the initial duration of the Mission.
The Agency shall invoice such technical costs on a monthly
 basis, that is, taking account of the initial duration of the Mission, an amount of [….] euros excl. tax per month.

2nd variant: technical costs based on an estimate 
In addition to the Services, the Agency shall charge technical costs.
The technical costs must be the subject of a prior estimate presented to the Customer and accepted by the latter. Agreement to the estimate may be given by any means, including by e-mail. Estimates relating to technical costs will be deemed accepted in the absence of any dispute within 7 (seven) calendar days of their receipt by the Customer.

Unless provided otherwise in the estimate, the Agency shall invoice such technical costs on a monthly
 basis.
Article 7 - Term
1st variant: Contract concluded for the duration of the Mission
This Application Agreement, in effect since [….] is concluded for the duration of the Mission, estimated to finish on […] (initial duration of the Mission).

In the event all the phases of the Mission have not being completed on this date, a new expiry date shall be set by mutual agreement between the Parties, and the Parties will get together to decide the 
additional fees and costs that will be charged by the Agency. Failing decision of the Parties regarding additional fees and costs, the Agency, taking into account the extension of the duration of the Mission, will charge fees and costs proportionally to the fees and costs charged for the initial duration of the Mission.
2nd variant: Fixed-term contract automatically renewable by successive periods of the same duration 
This Application Agreement, in effect since [….], is concluded for a fixed term of […….] months (initial duration of the Mission).
It is automatically renewed, under the same financial conditions, by successive periods of the same duration as the initial period unless terminated by either Party giving notification by registered letter with acknowledgment of receipt at least 3 months before each expiry date.
3rd variant: fixed-term contract automatically renewable for an indefinite period
This Application Agreement, in effect since [….], is concluded for a fixed term of […….] months (initial duration of the Mission).

Upon expiry of the initial period, the Application Agreement will transform into an indefinite-term contract, under the same financial conditions, unless terminated by either Party giving notification by registered letter with acknowledgment of receipt at least 3 months before the expiry date.

Each Party may then bring an end to the Application Agreement at any time by registered letter with acknowledgment of receipt, giving at least 6 months’ notice of termination.
4th variant: 
indefinite-term contract 
This Application Agreement, in effect since [….], is concluded for an indefinite term. 

Either Party may terminate it at any time by registered letter with acknowledgment of receipt, giving at least 3 months’ notice of termination prior to the effective termination of contractual relations. This notice period shall begin at the time of notification of termination of contract sent by registered letter with acknowledgment of receipt to the contracting Party by the Party who has taken the initiative to terminate.

Notwithstanding the above, the Agency is authorised to prospect or respond to tenders by competitors during the notice period.

In consideration of the non-competition commitment, the Customer agrees to pay the Agency an additional fee equal to […] % of the monthly remuneration paid to the Agency under the Contract.
